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Release Notes for MOMENTUM 4.5

Purpose and Scope of this release

· Enable MOMENTUM to install and operate correctly in a Windows 2000 Server/Professional and SQL Server 2000 environment.


· Enable MOMENTUM to fully support Active Directory network authentication.


Prerequisites:


· The MOMENTUM 4.5 Server installation will only be supported on Windows 2000 Server running service pack 2 or higher.  The server must be either a domain controller (running Active Directory) or a member of a Domain.  Workgroup configurations will NOT be supported with MOMENTUM 4.5.

· The MOMENTUM 4.5 Client installation will only be supported on Windows 2000 Server and Windows 2000 Professional running service pack 2 or higher.

· The MOMENTUM 4.5 Database installation will only be supported on SQL Server 2000 running service pack 2 or higher under Windows 2000 Server.

· All Hirsch panels must have CCM 6.6.27 or higher installed.

· All Xbox units must be upgraded to 2.37 or greater.  In addition, DIP Switch 2-6 must be set to OFF to enable newer messages to be transmitted.

Defects Corrected in this Release

· Can no longer create a code which conflicts with an existing code w/ duress digit. (146)

· Deselecting the "Accept Control Codes” no longer allows Control Codes to be used. (170)

· Adding two separate entries to Super Control Codes no longer causes a Dr. Watson. (179)

· In the Hardware Tree, when defining the Maximum Sites entering values like greater than 999 you get message stating that range must be from 0-999 instead of unprintable characters. (180)

· The connection status box has been added to the main shell of Momentum as it is in the alarm monitor, event viewer, and map manager. (188)

· Momentum no longer references subpanels in the Classes, Users and Edit menus.  Subpanels are not part of the Hirsch distributed Controller architecture. (195)

· Event Maintenance now enables the commands that “release” an output point (e.g., Force On Release) to work properly for group of relays. (235)

· The Network Port setup defaults are now correct. (273)

· Running a preview on User Information>>User Detail Report no longer causes Seagate Crystal Reports Error. (288)

· You can no longer add a loop unless a valid timezone has been selected. (311)

· The "Download Time to Panels" Trigger within Event maintenance now works properly. (345)

· Loops now automatically come online after a reboot when Maximum number of Loops equals exactly the amount of loops you have installed. (350)

· Selecting the Backup option from the configure menu but not setting a schedule no longer generates a TTable error. (352)

· Corrected condition where an Alarm RTN with Forced Entry RTN could report infrequently at the same time for the same input. Either one or the other would occur, not both. (377)

· Access denied codes are no longer reported as the last door name that reported an access grant. (399)

· When getting a Denied: Access Zone at an exit reader the Event Viewer would display the wrong reader number. (400)

· Loop Monitor panel address, user count, and model type are now consistent with panel info.  To speed up the update it is recommended that you right-click on the panel and select the refresh option. (440)
· Clearance Codes now support a sort order when assigning them to a Badgeholder. (488)

· Event can now be triggered when a card number AND group are both assigned to Trigger the event. (502)
· The Loop Monitor would displayed up, down arrows in a cyclic (flashing) patterned when you had more than 10 Sites.  (514)

· Event Actions no longer display too often within Event Monitor.  Example:  MOMENTUM is programmed so an Event masks a group of four inputs when expansion output 1 is actuated. Within the Event Monitor you would see the output actuate and then the inputs will be masked three times each for a total of twelve mask messages. (519)
· Canceling the creation of a card when an enrollment station has been defined causes a Dr. Watson in Micacc.exe.  HotFix524 addresses this issue.  Please refer to your version 4.5 installation CD in the HotFix Directory or on the www.hirschelectronics.com web site for the patch. (524)  
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
