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Release Notes for MOMENTUM 4.6

Purpose and Scope of this release

· Added Integration with the FCI and Notifier Fire Alarm Panels

MOMENTUM 4.6 interfaces with the FCI 7200 and the Notifier AM2020 Fire Alarm Control Panels.  This interface allows MOMENTUM to receive alarms and messages from these fire control panels via a RS-232 COM Port connection.  These alarms and events will be reported in the MOMENTUM Event Viewer, Alarm Monitor and Graphics system.  Fire Alarms cannot be acknowledged or cleared through this interface.  Fire Alarms will change state based on acknowledgement or clear commands sent from the Fire Control Panel.

· Added Vicon 1500 CCTV Switcher Support

The MOMENTUM CCTV Interface has been modified to support the Vicon 1500 Switcher.

· Added Controller Access Zone Clean Up Button

MOMENTUM 4.6 has been enhances to enable customers to better manage unused DIGI*TRAC access zones.  A button has been added to the controller configuration that will show all used access zones and allows them to be deleted.

· Added Global Forgive All Users Command 
A Forgive All Users command has been added to every level of the MOMENTUM Hardware tree.  This will allow the user to forgive user in controllers below each level.  For example, this command executed at the site level would forgive all users for the entire site, however if this command is executed at the controller level on users in that controller would be forgiven.
· Removed the requirement for a Security Dongle for both the server and workstation

MOMENTUM 4.6 no longer requires the use of a security dongle for the client or servers to operate.

Prerequisites:


· The MOMENTUM 4.6 Server installation will only be supported on Windows 2000 Server running service pack 3 or higher.  The server must be either a domain controller (running Active Directory) or a member of a Domain.  Workgroup configurations will NOT be supported with MOMENTUM 4.6.

· The MOMENTUM 4.6 Client installation will only be supported on Windows 2000 Professional running service pack 3 or higher and Windows XP Professional running service pack 1 or higher.

· The MOMENTUM 4.6 Database installation will only be supported on SQL Server 2000 running service pack 3 or higher under Windows 2000 Server or Windows Server 2003.

· All Hirsch panels must have CCM 6.6.27 or higher installed.

· All Xbox units must be upgraded to 2.37 or greater.  In addition, DIP Switch 2-6 must be set to OFF to enable newer messages to be transmitted.
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
